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Mobility Technology Invasion          

   The whipsaw sequence of recent events 

in the technology industry highlighted  

what many are calling the rise of mobility  

and the marginalization of the PC. Mete-

oric spikes in the sale of smartphones and 

tablets are merely hastening the dimin-

ished status of the traditional desktop  PC, 

whose sales have flattened the past few 

years with little relief in sight.  

   The shift from PCs to mobile  devices 

and so -called cloud -based computing has 

sent ripples throughout the high -tech in-

dustry, uprooting HP's business  strategy 

and propelling a Google wireless  partner-

ship that seemed unthinkable weeks ago.  

   Google Chairman Eric Schmidt said tech 

had exhausted the limits of the PC as a 

platform, and the future would center  on 

mobile devices.  

PC Market  

   The PC market has become commodi-

tized though PC sales continue to grow.  

    "When I helped design the PC, I didn't 

think I'd live long enough to witness its 

decline," Mark Dean, an IBM veteran who 

helped build the first PC 30 years ago, 

recently wrote on his blog. "But, while PCs 

will continue to be much -used devices, 

they're no longer at the leading edge of 

computing."   

    The rise of software and cloud comput-

ing has paralleled the waning dominance 

of the PC and contributed mightily to its 

current state, say venture capitalists and 

tech executives. Kids , in particular, are es-

chewing desktop PCs and laptops for smart-

phones and iPads to play games, use e -mail 

and perform other tasks that do not require 

large screens.  

Task Specific Tools  

   We're moving from the general -purpose 

PC to task -specific devices. The iPad can do 

a lot of what a PC does. And, increasingly, 

TV screens are replacing computer screens.  

   The massive move to mobile devices and 

tablets is reflected in worldwide sales. Mar-

ket researchers say sales of smartphones 

will soar 56%, to 467.6 million, this year. 

Tablet sales will grow nearly four times, to 

69.8 million this year.  

Not Dead Yet  

    Or is the PC era -- whose roots stretch 

back 30 years -- not dead, but merely chang-

ing in size and shape?  

   The post -PC era is essentially a new mix 

of desktop PCs and laptops, with smart-

phones and tablets thrown in. Analysts be-

lieve handheld devices, which are selling 

like digital hotcakes, are new must -have 

"addictive" markets and that the PC will con-

tinue to rule workplaces and have a place in 

the home. The post -PC era, if that's the right 

terminology, is essentially a new mix of 

desktop PCs and laptops, with smartphones 

and tablets thrown in.

There is a serious disease that affects African Americans far more than any other 

ethnicities and races.  It is often called òSugaró, but trust me, it is not as sweet as is      

indicated by its nickname.  The medical term for òSugaró is Diabetes; which is a 

chronic illness that affects the way the body, more specifically the pancreas, and how 

it utilizes insulin.  Sometimes it wonõt produce any, and sometimes too much.  Either 

way, when Diabetes is not properly managed by keeping your òsugaró or glucose   

levels are under control, there are many long-term & deadly complications that can 

result, some of them are: poor vision and possibly blindness, poor blood circulation, 

sores and wounds canõt heal  

properly, amputa- tions (such as 

toes, feet, legs getting cut off), 

kidney failure, and heart disease.   

The best way to control Diabetes is to prevent it in the first place.  Even if you have a 

strong genetic influence, such as immediate family members (parents, siblings)   

having had it, you can often times help to prevent it.  If you have been diagnosed as 

òDiabeticaló, as Mr. Brown of the TV Show, Meet the Browns affectionately calls it, 

then it is vital to appropriately manage it. Obtain a thorough understanding from your 

doctorñask plenty of questions.  Type II is the most common in adults and many 

times it is a result of lifestyle choices.
